Guidance Notes for Pitchside Conduct. 

 
It is the responsibility of the clubs to ensure that good manner and courtesy prevails towards the 
opposition, umpires and other officials before, during and after the game. 
 
Once the pitch is available, the Match Delegate (if appointed) or Home Captain shall assume authority 
for the pitch and its surrounding area. 
 
Clubs are advised to ensure that they have adequate insurance cover and that they are aware of local 
health and safety regulations regarding the pitch and facilities. 
 
Captains and/or Match Delegate (if appointed) should: 
 

 Agree with the umpires the location of managers, coaches, substitutes and suspended players 
during their suspension and from where substitutions will take place. 

 Satisfy themselves and the umpires as to the quality and safety of the pitch and its facilities and 
ensure that other pitch side furniture is removed to its safest location. 

 Check the availability and location of an emergency telephone and first aid. 

 Agree the location and allowed proximity of spectators. 

 Ensure that substitutes should warm up in clothing in a colour other than the participating teams 
in the agreed area of the pitch side. 

 Ensure that coaches and managers remain in their designated area. 

 Ensure that vocal communication by team officials and players on the bench is not, in any way, 
directed at the umpires or players of the opposing team. 

 Ensure that players not taking part in the game, or those in subsequent or previous matches, do 
not knock up or cool down on or near the pitch whilst the match is in progress. 

 Ensure that post match inquests are held away from the pitch. 

 Spectators should be advised, if necessary, of matters relating to their conduct, especially insofar 
as this affects the game in progress.  Spectators should be kept away from the bench areas at all 
times and, where possible, should watch from the opposite side of the pitch.  The onus is on the 
home club to take responsibility for spectators and their behaviour. 

 Ensure that small children are not allowed to wander freely around the perimeter of the pitch 
whilst a game is in progress.  Children should remain under the control of their parent/guardian 
at all times. 

 Ensure that babies in push chairs are not left parked on the side of the pitch. 

 Captains, coaches and managers should b responsible for their own conduct and the conduct of 
their players at all times. 

 
Contravention of these Guidance Notes should be included in any match report and umpires are urged 
to report any abuse of them to County League/Tournament officials.

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Durham Clubs League Regulations 
[NB These Regulations may be amended at the 2011 Pre-Season Clubs Meeting] 

 
1. Name 

The league shall be called the Durham Clubs League (Ladies) and must be so referred to in all 
correspondence and publicity in which the name of the League is used. 

2. Management/Liaison 
The DCL shall be administered by a committee, which shall be appointed annually.   The DCL Committee 
shall consist of the following: Chairperson, Secretary/Treasurer, Competitions Secretary, Umpires 
Secretary and two representatives nominated from the registered Clubs. The committee shall have the 
power to co-opt additional members but they shall have no voting rights. 

By 1st July each year, the Liaison Officer of each club must inform the League Secretary of all the club 
details. Failure to do this will incur a fine of £30. 

3. Membership 
No club shall be eligible to take part in the League unless it is affiliated to England Hockey, NHA and its 
appropriate County Association in the relevant season.   The League shall be open to any team, maximum 
of 24 Teams.  

4. Fee 
All teams participating in the League shall pay an entry fee by the 1st July of the relevant year. Any team 
failing to remit its fee by the due date shall be fined. The fine for late payment is £10.00. Any team failing 
to pay the League fee by 1st August will not be admitted into the League for the coming season. 

The entry fee for Season 2010/2011 shall be:- 

Division 1&2  £30.00 per team.  

A receipt will be issued after payment of League fees.     

At the end of the season, should the funds at the disposal of the league be insufficient to meet its 
expenses, the teams shall be required to make up the deficiency by equal levy (pro-rata to entry fee). 

5. Structure 
The League shall consist of two divisions of no less than five teams.  New teams entering or teams re-
entering, unless relegated from National, or North Leagues do so into the lowest division. At least one 
team shall be promoted and at least one team relegated at the end of each season. 

If the winner of the DCL Division 1 does not wish to be promoted, this position shall be offered to the 
second placed team. If neither team wishes to take up this opportunity then the highest placed team 
from Durham to be relegated will have the opportunity of remaining in the North League.  

6. Scoring System 
Three points will be awarded for a win and one point for a draw in all league matches. In the event of 
teams being level on points at the end of the season, places shall be determined by consideration of the 
following in order: 

1. Goal Difference 
2. Highest number of goals for 
3. Result of games between the teams concerned 
4. Play off(s) 

If Rule 14 has been applied and might affect the promotion/relegation decisions then the score and goals 
awarded of any game played against any team which has conceded a game shall be disregarded before 
using the criteria 1 to 4 above to decide the team(s) to be promoted or relegated. 
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7. Umpires 
(a) DCL will not appoint umpires to the League games. 
(b) Each team must provide an umpire to officiate at each game who must be qualified to minimum EH 

Level 1. Clubs must register at least one umpire per team with their League registration. [We strongly 
recommend that all umpires procure their own personal insurance – through E.H. , or 
Northumberland and Durham Hockey Umpires Assoc ,or other associations.] 

(c) Umpires must write their registration number on the match sheet at the end of each game – failure to 
do so will incur a fine of £25.00 payable within 14 days. Where an umpire is not qualified to a 
minimum EH level 1 standard, then the result of the game shall be a 3 – 0 win to the non-offending 
team ; 3 points deducted from the offending team , and a £25.00 fine. 

(d)  Travel expenses for the umpires shall be the responsibility of the teams. 
(e) Completed umpires cards shall be sent to the Umpires Secretary at the end of each season. 
(f) All Clubs must arrange for a minimum of one Representative per team to attend a Pre-Season 

meeting in September. Penalty for failing to attend is a fine of £50..00. [If there are extenuating 
circumstances , which have been reported to the League Secretary prior to the meeting , the League 
Sub Committee can use their discretion in this matter] 

(g) Umpires who have completed and passed the theory part of the Level one test can umpire 
appropriate Division 2 games, with the agreement of both teams, and by informing the League 
Secretary in advance of the game.      

         
8. Player Eligibility 

(a) No player may play for more than one Club in any one season of the Competition (This includes 
National, North League and North Feeder League), without prior permission of the DCL Committee. 

(b)  Within the League a Club shall not strengthen a lower side with players from a higher side with a 
view to influencing the result of the game. 

(c) In the event of a team being short of players other players shall be promoted from successive lower 
teams such that the club’s lowest team is short, unless there are extenuating circumstances 
acceptable to the DCL Committee. 

(d) Any Club which cannot satisfactorily justify an unusual selection will be deemed to have played an 
ineligible player, and will automatically lose the game 3 – 0. 

(e) Clubs with more than one team in the DCL will notify the League Secretary in writing of their five 
nominated players in the higher placed team within the Club who may only play for this team (unless 
there are extenuating circumstances and the League Secretary is made aware of these prior to the 
player playing.) This is to be sent to the League Secretary immediately after the fourth week of the 
season. Any team contravening this rule will be fined a penalty of £30.00. ( A review of the named 
players will be conducted by the DCL Committee in January each year) 

(f) No player under 13 years of age may play in the DCL. 
 

9. Conduct 
The Disciplinary Code of England Hockey shall be applied at all League matches.  

The issue of disciplinary cards will be recorded and regularly reviewed by the committee.  Further action 
will be considered for what are seen as persistent offenders. 

10. Uniform 
(a) Players participating in League matches shall wear club uniform. In the event of a clash of colours, the 

second named team shall always change shirts and socks as necessary. The second named team 
should always carry an alternative strip. 

(b) Players participating in a game shall wear on the back of their shirt, clearly visible, the number 
allocated to their team sheet (see match regulations) 

(c) Goalkeepers shall wear a colour contrasting with those worn by both teams. 
(d) Captains must be clearly identifiable by wearing an armband of contrasting colour to the shirt. 
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11. Matches 
All league matches shall be played: 

(a) in accordance with the current rules of the game of hockey as published by the Hockey Rules Board. 
(b) on the agreed dates made by the DCL. (these will be Saturdays – or Sundays by agreement only) 
(c) on a synthetic turf pitch arranged by the first named team 

Should a pitch be damaged prior to the match date: (i) contact the opposition and try to reverse the 
fixture. (ii) Look for an alternative pitch for the game. (iii) Re-arrange the fixture as soon as possible, 
and before the last League game of the season, letting the League Secretary know in writing of the re-
arranged date (2 weeks prior to this date) 

(d) No game can commence with less than 7 players (including goalkeeper) on the pitch. 
(e) Not less than 10 minutes before the start of the League match the captain, or nominated official, of 

each team shall hand to the umpires a list of the players showing their shirt numbers and the starting 
line up. After the game substitutes who have played must be indicated on the team sheet. [ All of 
these players must be highlighted by an asterisk]  A team shall be entitled to nominate up to 16 
players in its squad for each match. The team sheet shall be signed by both of the captains or 
nominated official and in doing so will be deemed to have confirmed that each player listed is eligible 
to play. 

(f) Games must start within 10 minutes of the allotted start time unless the previous game over runs 
(note games must be at least 20minutes each way) 
Lateness of teams (after 10 minutes): 5minutes over – 1 – 0; 10minutes over 2 – 0; 15 minutes over 3 
– 0 and game abandoned, and given to the non-offending team. 

In the event of the lateness of an umpire, the team who is responsible for this umpire shall take a 
player from the pitch (if qualified the result shall stand) – if this player is not a qualified umpire the 
offending  team shall be deducted 3 points.(Rule 7c) 

Home teams must notify their opponents of the start time at least 8 days prior to the fixture. 

All DCL matches should start between 10am and 4pm.  In exceptional circumstances, application can 
be made to the League Secretary for a start time outside of this range. 
 

12. Postponement 
Postponement of matches shall occur only in the event of adverse weather conditions or ground 
conditions .Fitness of weather or ground conditions shall be decided as follows: 

(a) Up to one hour before the designated starting time of the match by the captain of the first named 
team who must inform the opposition, the umpires and the League Secretary. 

(b) After that time by the umpires. 
(c) University teams having fixture dates outside term time may rearrange ONLY two fixtures in any one 

season. 
(d) Unless otherwise directed by the League Secretary following consultation with the League 

Committee all postponed or abandoned games must be played by the clubs concerned within 29 
days of the original fixture date as published in the fixture lists. In the event of a game being further 
postponed or abandoned then the same time period for playing will apply except that the last 
possible date for any games will be 29 days from the final published league date for the season. In 
the event of a postponement the clubs involved must make re-arrangements within 10 days and in 
doing so the home team must offer at least one weekend option. The league secretary must be 
informed of all fixture re-arrangements in advance of the proposed new date. Games not re-
arranged and played in accordance with this rule will be declared void with no result being 
recorded. 
If on one day all league fixtures are postponed (re: Div 1, Div2, or Both) all games for that date will 
be moved to a slip date by the league secretary. 

(e) NOTE: If the conditions suggest a match may be unplayable, the Home team should ensure that their 
opponents and the umpires are informed as soon as possible so that unnecessary journeys are not 
made and then inform the League Secretary.

(f) Abandonments 
In the event of a match having to be abandoned as a result of serious injury to a player, or adverse 
weather conditions; a report shall be submitted by the umpires to the League Secretary. The League 
Committee shall decide on the action to be taken. Such a decision may necessitate a replay of the 
fixture depending upon the circumstances at the time of the abandonment. In the event of a replay 
of an abandoned match the new date shall be arranged by the clubs concerned in consultation with 
the League Secretary and decided upon within 10 days of the decision.  Any failure to agree a date 
will be decided by the committee.  All re-arranged matches must be played before the designated 
last date of the League season. 

13. Failure to honour a fixture 
If a club fails to honour a fixture or forfeits a game, it shall be deemed to have lost the game 0-3 and the 
opposing team shall be deemed to have won the game 3-0. 

The offending team shall meet any reasonable expenses incurred by their opponents which may include 
pitch hire, refreshments etc.  In addition, a fine of £25.00 payable within 14 days ( the fine will be 
transferred by the League Secretary to the non offending team as compensation) 

NOTE: Any club failing to honour fixtures three times in any one season shall be expelled from the League, 
and may apply for re-entry the following season but will be re-instated into the lowest division and may 
only qualify for re-entry via its County rules. 

14. Notification of results 
The home team is responsible for forwarding a results sheet, to include a list of both teams and the match 
result. This is to be signed by team Captains and both umpires and shall reach the League Secretary no 
later than the Thursday following the match. (Penalty for default a fine of £10). 
 

15. Hospitality 
Home teams are expected to offer hospitality before and after the match to visiting clubs and umpires; if 
this is not the case they must notify the opposition 8 days prior to the game. 

16. Fines 
Fines must be paid within 14 days of being notified by the League Secretary.  Failure to do so will result in 
the fine being doubled.  If , after a further 28 days, the fine is still not paid, then further action will be 
considered by the League Committee including whether the team’s league status should be revoked and 
all results for that team removed from the table.  

17. Binding force of the regulations 
Each club, by its entry into the League, shall be deemed to have agreed to be bound by the League 
Regulations and any amendments, which may from time to time be adopted by the League Committee. If 
any team contravenes the rules on three occasions in any one season this may result in the exclusion of 
the team from the League and the forfeiture of their League entry fee. ( at the discretion of the League 
Committee) 

18. General Matters 
(a) Each Club by its entry into the DCL shall be deemed to have given its consent to the Rules of the 
DCL and to any amendments which may from time to time be adopted in proper form and shall be 
deemed to have agreed to abide by the decision of the DCL Committee and any penalty or sanction it 
may from time to time see fit to impose. 

 
(b) The DCL Committee shall have the power to determine any matter not covered in these Rules. 
It shall have the power to impose a financial penalty, deduct League points, relegate any team or expel 
any Club which, in its opinion, fails to meet the standards demanded for DCL hockey. All fine imposed 
under this or for any other reason must be paid within 30 days of notification. After the AGM any club 
with outstanding debts from either subscriptions or fines will be expelled from the DCL. 
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(c) All disputes, other than those falling within the jurisdiction of the match Umpires (whose decision is 
final) shall be referred to the DCL Committee. The decision of the DCL Committee shall be final and 
cannot be revoked retrospectively by the member Clubs meeting at a SGM or at the AGM. 

 
(d) Clubs shall have the right of appeal in the first instance to their County Secretary (Durham) 
against a decision of the DCL Committee. Appeals shall be heard by a Committee consisting of three 
representatives from the County Association. Such appeals must be lodged with the County Secretary 
in writing and a copy of the appeal must be sent to the secretary of the DCL Committee within 14 days 
of the DCL Committee’s decision being notified to the Club concerned. A deposit of £50.00 is required. 

 
(e)   Rules may only be changed at the AGM, SGM or GM on a motion submitted in writing by a 
member Club to the DCL Secretary 60 days before the meeting, or on a motion from the Committee. 
Member Clubs shall be informed by the DCL Secretary of the wording of such a motion at least 14 days 
before the meeting. 
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Durham County Hockey Association Constitution: 
 

1. THE ASSOCIATION. 
 

1.1   The Association shall be called ‘Durham County Hockey Association’ (hereinafter referred to as the 
Association) and shall exist to encourage, promote, develop and control the game of hockey within the 
traditional boundaries of the County of Durham and its immediate environs as defined under the 
Constitution of England Hockey (EH). 

 

1.2  The Association shall be affiliated to EH and the Constitution of EH and, in particular, the powers and 
responsibilities delegated to County Associations will be strictly adhered to. 

 

1.3 The Association shall be affiliated to ‘The North Hockey Association’ (NHA). 
 

1.4 In furtherance of the objects outlined in 1.1 above, but not otherwise, the Association may: 

 Raise funds by any lawful means except permanent trading 

 Apply to external funds. 

 Cooperate with other voluntary, community or statutory organisations and exchange 
information or advice. 

 Employ, on such terms and conditions of employment the Executive Committee shall 
determine, any paid or voluntary worker or workers to assist the attainment of a said 
objective. 

 Buy, lease or hire any necessary property or equipment. 

 Promote the work of the Association and its activities. 
 Do anything within the law which is necessary for the achievement of the objects. 

 

2. MEMBERSHIP. 
 

2.1  Member Bodies - All clubs, schools and establishments of higher and further education (hereinafter 
referred to as Member Bodies) based within the traditional boundaries of County Durham and its 
immediate environs, playing to The Rules of Hockey, shall be eligible for membership and shall, subject to 
the provisions of the Constitution of EH and having paid the appropriate EH fees, affiliate to the 
Association. Member bodies having been disaffiliated from EH shall be disqualified from membership of 
the Association. 

 Membership categories shall be: 
 Full Membership – member bodies taking part in weekend League Hockey under the control of EH, NHA 

or the Association [direct or otherwise] and eligible to compete in all other competitions organised by, 
the Association. 

 Associate Membership – member bodies taking part in League hockey not under the control of EH, NHA 
or the Association [direct or otherwise] and not eligible to compete any other competitions organised by, 
the Association. 

 Occasional Membership - member bodies playing the game on a ‘friendly only’ basis and not eligible to 
compete in any competitions organised by the Association. 

 

2.2.  Individual Associate Membership - Individuals may be elected members of the Association, subject to the 
approval of the Executive Committee. Such members shall be given membership cards giving admission to 
all DCHA matches played in the County and shall be entitled to attend General Meetings but shall have no 
vote. 

 

2.3 Honorary Membership - There shall be an unlimited number of Honorary Members who shall be elected 
at the A.G.M., following nomination by Clubs or the Executive Committee. They shall be entitled to attend 
General Meetings but shall have no power to vote. 

 

2.4 Life Membership - There shall be Honorary Life Members. After Long and meritorious service to the 
Association, Honorary Life members shall be elected at the AGM, but the power to nominate such Life 
Members is vested solely in the Executive Committee. They shall be entitled to attend General Meetings 
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but shall have no power to vote. 

 

3. MANAGEMENT. 
 

3.1  The Management of the affairs of the Association shall be vested in the Executive Committee consisting 
of the Officers of the Association who shall be elected annually at the Annual General Meeting and shall 
be the President, Vice-President, Honorary Secretary, Honorary Treasurer, Honorary Competitions 
Secretaries (Ladies’ and Men’s), County Disciplinary Officer, Senior Team Managers (Ladies’ and Men’s), 
Representative to the Northumberland and Durham Hockey Umpires’ Association, Honorary Durham 
Clubs League Secretary (Ladies), Representative to the North East Hockey League & Conference (Men); 
Honorary Indoor League Secretaries (Ladies’ and Men’s); Representative to the Durham Schools & Youth 
Hockey Development Committee, and Representative(s) to the NHA. 
Officers shall hold office until the conclusion of the next AGM and shall be eligible for re-election. It is 
desired that the President and Vice-President shall be of opposite gender. Except for the President and 
the Vice-President roles may be duplicated as deemed necessary. 
 

Unless already appointed in one of the above capacities the EH Development Officer for the NE & 
Cumbria and the Tees Valley Hockey Development Officer shall be entitled to membership of the 
Executive Committee 

 

3.2  The Executive Committee shall appoint, on an annual basis, representatives as required from time to time 
by EH and the NHA.  

 

3.3  The Executive Committee may also appoint annually an Honorary Press Officer. 
 

3.4  The Executive Committee shall have the power to fill any temporary vacancy arising amongst its members 
and to co-opt no more than two members at its discretion. 

 

3.5  The Executive Committee shall, in addition to the management of the Association, deal with all matters 
relating to Trial matches, County matches and Coaching and shall ensure the appointment of County and 
County U21 Captains (Ladies’ and Men’s). 

 

3.6 Representative Team Selection: The respective Team Managers shall be responsible for all aspects of 
team selection in accordance with guidelines established by Executive Committee. 

 

3.7 Subcommittees - As soon as possible after each AGM the Executive Committee shall ensure the 
appointment of the following subcommittees that shall report to and be accountable to the Executive 
Committee and which shall remain in office until a new subcommittee is appointed. 

 

3.7.1  A Disciplinary Subcommittee consisting of the County Disciplinary Officer as Chairperson and at least 
two others whose function shall be to administer the Association’s Disciplinary Code as set out in Clause 
6.4. 

 

3.7.2  The Durham Schools & Youth Hockey Development Committee established in accordance with its agreed 
Constitution whose duty will be to administer junior development in accordance with the EH Single 
System Development Pathway. 

   

3.7.3   A Ladies Competitions Subcommittee consisting of the Durham Clubs League Secretary and the Ladies 
Competitions Secretary and any other members agreed by the competing clubs whose function shall be 
to administer the Durham Clubs League and the various Knockout Cup Competitions in accordance with 
the rules of said league and competitions. In addition it will be responsible for the administration of any 
involvement in Ladies County, Regional and National Competitions. 

 

3.7.4  A Mens Competitions Subcommittee consisting of the Mens Competitions Secretary and at least two 
other members whose function will be to administer the Mens Knockout Cup Competitions in accordance 
with the rules of said competitions and to administer any involvement in Mens County, Regional and 
National Competitions.   
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3.7.5  Indoor League Subcommittees each consisting of the respective Indoor League Secretaries and any other 
members agreed by the competing clubs whose function shall be to administer the Durham County 
Indoor Hockey Leagues (Ladies’ and Men’s) and other Indoor competitions in accordance with the Rules 
of the said Leagues or Competitions. 

 

  The Executive Committee may appoint other subcommittees as may be dictated, from time to time, by 
circumstances. 

 

4.  FINANCE. 
 

4.1   Each Member Body shall pay to the funds of the Association an Annual Affiliation Fee for each of its 
teams, the amount to be fixed at the AGM. Subscriptions shall become payable no later than 30th 
November each season. Member Bodies not paying affiliation fees by the due date will be penalised by 
the imposition of a fine, the level of which shall be fixed at the AGM. 

 

4.2  Individual Members shall pay an annual subscription the minimum amount of which shall be fixed 
annually at the AGM. 

 

4.3   Member Bodies in debt to the Association at the date of the AGM, by virtue of outstanding affiliation fees 
or fines, shall at the discretion of the Meeting, be disqualified from the Association. 

 

4.4  All reasonable expenses incurred by the Officers in fulfilling their duties may be reimbursed subject to the 
approval of the Executive Committee. 

 

4.5   The Honorary Treasurer shall be responsible for keeping financial records of the Association and shall 
maintain a bank account in the name of the Association from which withdrawals shall require the 
signatures of two of at least three persons authorised by the Executive Committee for this purpose. 

 

4.6 The accounts of the Association shall be audited each year by an Honorary Auditor, not being an Officer 
of the Association, appointed annually at the AGM. The Executive Committee shall have the power to fill 
any temporary vacancy. 

 

4.7  The Honorary Treasurer shall present accounts at the AGM and such accounts shall be duly signed by 
himself and the Honorary Auditor. 

 

5.  MEETINGS. 
 

5.1  The Executive Committee shall meet on six occasions annually and otherwise at the request of the Hon. 
Secretary or not fewer than eight members of the Committee. 

 

5.2  Member bodies shall be notified of the dates of these Meetings and may attend by written request or 
invitation. 

 

5.3  Minutes of the Executive Meetings shall be circulated to Member Bodies within 14 days of the date of the 
meeting. 

 

5.4  The President shall be Chairperson of all General and Executive Committee Meetings. In the absence of 
the President the role of Chairperson will be taken by the Vice-President. In the absence of both, a 
Chairperson shall be elected from those present. 

 

5.5  The Annual General Meeting of the Association shall be held not later than the end of June each year to: 
  A) Approve the Minutes of the previous AGM. 
  B) Receive reports from The Hon. Secretary; Hon. Treasurer; Hon. Competitions Secretaries; Team 

Managers; Coaching Coordinator; The Durham Schools and Youth Development Committee; Hon. 
Durham Clubs League Secretary; County Disciplinary Officer; Hon. Indoor League Secretaries; 
Representative to the Northumberland and Durham Hockey Umpires’ Association and the 
Representative to the North East Hockey League & Conference.  
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  C) Elect as appropriate, Officers, Hon. Members, Hon. Life Members and Representatives of the 
Association for the coming year and ratify Executive Committee appointments. 

  D) Present Accounts, Fix Affiliation Fees, Fines and appropriate League Entry fees for the coming 
year. 

  E) Present Trophies and Awards.  
  F) Resolve any motion indicated in the notice convening the Meeting or incidental thereto. Matters 

to be raised by Member Bodies under this heading must be submitted in writing to the Hon. 
Secretary before 15th. March of each year. 

 

5.6  At least 14 days written notice of the Annual General Meeting, including a copy of the Agenda, shall be 
given to all Member Bodies, Individual Members, Honorary Members and Hon. Life Members. Attendance 
at the AGM is compulsory for at least one representative per affiliated club. Clubs attending the AGM will 
be entitled to an Affiliation Fee discount the level of which will be agreed annually at the meeting. 

 

5.7  A General Meeting may be called by a majority resolution of the Executive Committee. Any eight 
Member Bodies shall have the power to instruct the Hon. Secretary to call a Special General Meeting, 
such instruction to be signed by the Secretaries of the Bodies concerned. No other business except that 
for which the Meeting was called shall be transacted at a General or Special General Meeting, of which 14 
days written notice shall be given as Clause 5.3. 

 

5.8  Each Member Body shall be entitled to send two representatives to an AGM, GM, or SGM. The officers of 
the Association and Members of the Executive Committee shall not count against such representation 
and all shall be entitled to vote. 

 

5.9  Subcommittees shall meet at least three times annually or at the request of Hon. Secretary or at the 
direction of the Executive Committee. 

 

5.10  A Quorum for the Executive Committee shall be six.  
 

5.11       A Quorum for a General Meeting shall be sixteen entitled to attend and vote. 
 

5.12       At General or any Committee meetings, each subject shall be decided by a majority of votes of those 
present, entitled to vote and voting. The Chairperson of the meeting shall not vote unless there is a tie in 
which case he/she shall have the casting vote. 

 

5.13  No new Clause shall be made, or any existing Clause amended or rescinded, except by resolution of two 
thirds majority of those present, entitled to vote and voting at a General, Special General or Annual 
General meeting. Details of any proposed new Clause or amendments to existing Clauses must be stated 
in the notice of the meeting. 

 

6.  MATCH REGULATIONS. 
 

6.1  Clubs:  No Member Body affiliated to the Association shall arrange fixtures with another Body not 
affiliated to this or its appropriate County Association. In the event of a member Body seceding from this 
or its appropriate Association after fixtures have been made, such fixtures shall be cancelled. 

 

6.2  County Representative Matches: The County Colours shall be Green, White and Durham Palatinate. 
These colours shall be worn by all players in County matches unless circumstances require a change of 
strip, the nature of which shall be decided on from time to time by the Executive Committee. The 
eligibility of players for County Championship matches shall be as laid down in the appropriate EH 
Regulations. 

 

6.3  Leagues and Competitions: Every League or Competition not directly organised by the Association and 
involving Member Bodies, shall submit its Rules and any alterations that may therein after be made, to 
the Association for its approval and confirmation. The Association shall have the right to recommend any 
variation or alteration to such rules as it thinks fit. 
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6.4  Discipline: All Member Bodies, Players. Officials and Umpires are subject to the EH Code of Ethics and 
Behaviour.  

 

7.  AWARDS. 
 

7.1  Colours in the form of a badge for Ladies, and for the men in the form of a tie shall be awarded to those 
players who have played in two County Championship matches in one season or in three Championship 
matches in more than one season, subject to the approval of the Committee who may levy a small 
charge. 

 

7.2   The County Tie shall be available (at a small charge to be set by the Executive Committee) to all members 
of Member Bodies and to all Individual Members, Honorary Members and Honorary Life Members as 
defined in Clause 2. 

 

7.3  The Arthur Austin Trophy shall be presented annually to that player who, in the opinion of the Executive 
Committee, has been the “Most Promising Young Player” in the Men’s County sides.  

 

7.4     The David Walford Trophy shall be presented annually to the individual who has made the “Most     
Outstanding Achievement” in relation to Junior Hockey playing or development. 

 
7.5  The Margaret West Memorial Trophy shall be presented annually to that player who, in the opinion of the 

Executive Committee, has been the ‘The Most Promising Young Player’ in the Women’s County side. 
 

8.   GENERAL. 
 

8.1  Each Member Body shall be supplied with at least two copies of the Constitution of the Association and 
shall be bound thereby. 

 

8.2  The Executive Committee shall have the power to determine any disciplinary matter in accordance with 
the appropriate Clauses of the EH Constitution and the Regulations for the enforcement of Discipline. In 
the event of a Member Body, Player, Official or Individual Member being proved, to the satisfaction of the 
Executive Committee, to have been guilty of misconduct or breach of the rules, the Executive Committee 
shall have the power to suspend from all Hockey governed by the Association, such Member Body, Player, 
Official or Individual Member for a stated period or to deal with the matter otherwise as it sees fit. 

 

8.3  The decisions of the Executive Committee in all matters shall be final and binding, excepting that appeals 
may be made to the NHA in accordance with the Regulations of the EH.   

 

8.4   The Association may be dissolved at a General Meeting by agreement of at least two thirds of members 
attending and entitled to vote. In the event of dissolution, the Executive Committee shall be responsible 
for the winding up of the affairs of the Association. After payment of all debts and liabilities, the 
Association shall transfer all remaining assets to another local voluntary, community or self-help group 
with similar objects. 

 

8.5    The foregoing is the Constitution of the Association. There may be no alterations made other than under 
the provisions of Clause 5.13.

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Northumberland County Hockey Association - Constitution: 

 

1. Title: 
The Association shall be called the “Northumberland County Hockey Association” hereinafter called the 
“Association”. 
 

2. Objectives/Aims: 
The objectives of the Association shall be to promote amateur hockey at all level’s amongst the clubs belonging to 
the Association and the schools within the agreed area. 
 

3. Membership: 
 

3.1 Clubs 
All clubs whose main base is situated within the area under the jurisdiction of the Association are eligible for 
membership, together with such other clubs as may apply and are approved by the Executive. 
All Clubs must affiliate to England Hockey and be governed by its Rules. 
 

3.2 Honorary Vice Presidents 
The Association may have a number of Honorary Vice Presidents. 
A person shall be elected at a General Meeting as an Honorary Vice President of the Association for services to 
hockey, having been nominated by the Executive Committee. 
 

Honorary Vice Presidents; 
Á shall be eligible for election as officers of the Association; and, 
Á are entitled to attend and vote at all General Meetings of the Association. 

 

4. Officers: 
The Association shall appoint the following Officers; 
  President 
  2 Vice Presidents - one female, one male 
  Chairperson 
  Honorary Secretary 
  Honorary Treasurer 
  Discipline / Umpire Liaison 
  Welfare Officer 
  Youth Officer – Boys 
  Youth Officer - Girls 
The President shall not serve for longer than three years continuously and may not be re-elected without a break 
of at least one year. 
In the absence of the Chairperson, the meeting may appoint any Officer to chair a meeting. 
Any person elected, or co-opted, shall hold office from the close of the Annual General Meeting, or time of co-
option, until the close of the next Annual General Meeting. 
 

5. Executive Committee: 
 

5.1 Membership 
An Executive Committee consisting of all Officers of the Association shall control the Association.  
The Executive Committee shall have the power to create and appoint persons to Sub- Committees, as it considers 
appropriate. 
 

5.2 Vacancies in Membership 
The Executive Committee shall have the power to co-opt no more than three additional members up to the next 
AGM. 
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5.3 Meetings of the Executive Committee 
The Executive Committee shall meet at least four times between consecutive AGMs. 
The Hon. Secretary may, at his/her discretion, convene a meeting of the Executive Committee and shall call a 
Special Meeting at the request of the Secretary’s of five affiliated Clubs. 
At least two weeks notice shall be given of all meetings of the Executive Committee and the nature of the 
business to be transacted shall be stated in such notice. 
Representatives of other related bodies may be invited to attend meetings of the Executive Committee, but may 
not vote at such meetings. 
 

5.4 Voting 
Those attending meetings of the Executive Committee and eligible to vote shall have only one vote. Motions shall 
be passed by a simple majority and the Chairperson shall have only one vote, which shall be a casting vote in the 
event of a tie. 
 

5.5 Quorum at meetings 
The quorum of the Executive Committee shall be one third or more of its serving members. 
 

6. General Meetings: 
 

6.1 Annual General Meetings 
The AGM of the Association shall be held in June each year. 
 

6.2 Business to be transacted 
Minutes of the previous AGM and any SGMs held in the year 
Annual reports by the Officers of the Association 

  Approval of audited statement of income and expenditure 
  Annual reports from each Sub- Committee 
  Awarding of County Colours 

Carry out the election of Officers and others as may be necessary from time to time 
  Election of the Honorary Auditor 
  Any other relevant business 
 

6.3 Agenda 
The agenda for the AGM shall be published 14days prior to the AGM. 
 

6.4 Nominations for elections 
Except when an existing member is standing for re-election, nominations for election to office shall be received, 
in writing, by the Hon. Secretary not less than 21 days before the date of the AGM; such nominations must 
include the signature of the nominee, the proposer and the seconder. In the absence of written nominations for 
any particular post, nominations will be taken from the floor of the meeting. 
 

6.5 Amendments to the Constitution 
Proposed amendments to the Constitution should be sent, in writing, to the Hon. Secretary 45 days before the 
AGM so that the Executive Committee may consider them. 
No amendment to the Constitution shall be made unless supported by two thirds of those present and eligible to 
vote. 
 

6.6 Voting 
At the AGM, the following shall have one vote; 

a)  Honorary Vice-Presidents; 

b)  the Officers of the Association - but for the Chairperson see below; 

c)  one representative from each Sub-Committee; 

d)  as many representatives from each affiliated Club as that club has teams affiliated to the EHA. 
 

The Chairperson shall have only one vote and that shall be a casting vote in the event of a tie. 
Any motion, other than a change to the Constitution, shall be carried by a simple majority of those 
present and eligible to vote. 
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6.7 Quorum for the AGM 
The quorum for the AGM shall be not less than one third of those who are eligible to vote at the 
AGM, but excluding Honorary Vice-Presidents from the count. 
 

6.8 Extraordinary General Meetings 
An EGM shall be convened by the Hon. Secretary; 

a)  by order of the Executive Committee; 

b)  upon receipt of a written request supported by the Secretaries of five or more affiliated 
Clubs. 

Fourteen days notice of the EGM, and the business to be discussed at it, shall be given to all affiliated 
Clubs. 
 

6.9 Quorum and Voting 
The requirements for a quorum and for voting at an EGM shall be as for as AGM. 
 

6.10 General Meetings 
General meetings shall take place as determined by the Executive Committee. A representative from 
all clubs MUST attend, failure to attend may result in a fine being levied by the Executive Committee 
or clubs render themselves liable to disaffiliation. 
 

7. Minutes: 
The Hon. Secretary, or his/her deputy, shall record minutes, in a book to be provided for that 
purpose, all resolutions and proceedings of all meetings of the Executive Committee and for all 
General  Meetings. Such meetings, after approval at the appropriate subsequent meeting, shall be 
signed by the Chairperson. 
A report shall be made to the next meeting of the Executive Committee of any meeting of a Sub-
Committee. 
 

8. Attendance at Meetings: 
Each club shall be represented at General Meetings and at the AGM, failure to attend may result in a 
fine being levied by the Executive Committee or clubs render themselves liable to disaffiliation.  
 

9. Particulars of Clubs: 
Affiliated clubs MUST provide details of their club representatives and officials for the ensuing season 
to the Hon. Secretary by the 30th June each year.

 Hon. Secretary 
 Hon. Treasurer 
 Captain of each team 
 Fixtures Secretary 
Telephone number of its ground(s), its/their address(s) and directions to it/them. 
Colours used by the Club for outdoor and indoor fixtures 
Each affiliated Club shall have distinguishing colours approved by the Executive Committee. 
 

10. Finance: 
The financial year shall be from 1st June to 31st May  
A system of book keeping as approved by the Auditor shall be maintained. 
The funds of the Association shall be controlled by the Hon. Treasurer as directed by the Executive 
Committee. 
No person shall commit the Association to any expenditure without the approval of the Executive 
Committee, Chairperson or Hon Treasurer. 
All cheques and other notices of withdrawal MUST be signed by the Hon. Treasurer and either the 
Chair Person or the Hon. Secretary. 
Audited accounts as at the 31st May, and a statement of income and expenditure for the year ending 
30th May, shall be presented to the AGM. 
In the event of the dissolution of the Association, all assets shall be disposed of as directed by the 
Executive Committee. 
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10.1 Subscriptions 
Each affiliated Club shall contribute to the Association an annual subscription, the amount of which 
shall be determined for each season at the preceding AGM. 
 

Subscriptions shall be due at the beginning of each season and shall be forwarded to the Hon. 
Treasurer. Any club not paying its subscription by 31st December is automatically disaffiliated. 
 

11. Representative Teams: 
 

11.1 Qualification of players for the County Team 
The qualifications required for county representation shall be 

a) birth 
b) residence (as defined in rule 3) 
c) playing membership of club affiliated to the Association 
d) Attend a school, which falls within the area of jurisdiction of the Association 

 

In cases a) and b), a player may retain her/his qualification for a county until s/he qualifies and elects 
to play for another county. No player shall represent more than one county in the same season. A 
player who changes her/his residence from one county to another, or to somewhere outside the 
area under control of England Hockey, shall be eligible to continue to play for the county providing 
s/he has not played subsequently for any representative side other than Northumberland, or at a 
higher level in games played under the auspices of England Hockey, where s/he is acknowledged as 
being a member of the Northumberland County Hockey Association. Any club to which a player 
belongs must belong to an Association affiliated to the FIH. 
 

11.2 Other Representation 
No player shall be selected for, or play in, a team representing the Association unless s/he is a 
member of a club which is affiliated to a National Association. 
 

11.3 Team Colours of the County 
The team colours of the County shall be royal blue or green and gold 
 

11.4 Match Fees and Expenses 
The amount of match fees to be levied from the players, together with the rates at which expenses 
are to be paid shall be agreed by the Executive Committee. 
 

11.5 County Colours 
County Colours may be awarded to players having represented Northumberland County Hockey 
Association, subject to the approval of the Executive Committee. They shall be presented at the AGM 
and take such form, as the Executive Committee shall from time to time determine. 
 

12. Breach of Rules: 
No affiliated club and no member of any such club shall contravene the rules of England Hockey.  
No Affiliated club, without the permission of the Executive Committee of the Association, shall play a 
match against any club, which is not affiliated to a recognised Hockey Association. 
In the event of any affiliated club, player, official or other person under the jurisdiction of the 
Association being proved, to the satisfaction of the Executive Committee, to have been guilty of any 
breach of the constitution and rules of the association, or of the rules of England Hockey, the 
Executive Committee shall have the power to order the name of the offending club, player, official or 
other person under the jurisdiction of the Association, to be removed from the Association, or 
suspended from it, or dealt with in such a manner as the Executive Committee may think fit. Where 
thought appropriate, the matter shall be reported to the Northern Counties Hockey Association. 
 

Any club, or player playing with the offending club, or club or person playing against same team after 
such removal, or during the period of suspension, shall be dealt with in such a manner as the 
Executive Committee may think fit. The Executive Committee may delegate any of these powers to a 
sub-committee. Any person so dealt with may appeal to the Northern Counties Hockey Association. 
 

13. Constitution: 
Each affiliated Club shall have a copy of this constitution the contents of which shall be binding.

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Red Card Offences & Match Day Misconduct Offences: 
 
There are occasions when umpires have to use the ultimate sanction to deal with certain 
misdemeanors. Fortunately these incidences are infrequent; however, because of the seriousness of 
such an event, and the consequences it has it is imperative that the correct procedure is followed. 
 
Umpires should always have available a copy of the Red Card or Match Day Misconduct Offence (MMO) 
Report Form.  This is available from the England Hockey (www.englandhockey.co.uk) and the North 
Hockey website (www.northhockey.org).  Umpires should be familiar with the ‘Code of Discipline for 
Hockey in England’ (first published August 2005), this states 
 
A Red Card may only be issued in respect of an offence committed during a match. A match shall be 
deemed to be all that time between the commencement of a game of hockey and its completion, and 
shall include any extra time played and/or any penalty stroke competition, the half-time interval and 
any other interval between the aforementioned phases of the match. A Red Card may be issued to any 
person participating in the match, including players on the pitch, substitutes and team officials 
(managers, coaches, physiotherapists and doctors who are part of a team’s squad) whether or not a 
formal team sheet has been submitted. 

 
A MMO is committed when at any time during the day of a match a person due to participate or who 
has participated in the match misconducts himself in such a way that one of the match umpires decides  

(a) would have warranted the issue of a Red Card had such misconduct occurred during the 
match, and  

(b) is to be reported as a MMO, and the umpire so informs the offender. 
 
The only circumstance in which a Red Card may be withdrawn is if, following the conclusion of the 
match in which the Red Card was issued, the umpire who issued the Red Card is satisfied that 
there has been a case of mistaken identity. In such a case the umpire shall withdraw the Red Card 
and, if satisfied as to the identity of the actual offender, may report the behaviour of the actual 
offender as a MMO. 

 
You should carry a copy of the Form so that your fellow umpire can sign and add any relevant comments 
immediately after the match containing the incident. 
Within 24 hours of the incident you must: 

1. Complete the Form, remembering to stipulate whether or not violence was used or offered. 
2. Send off the report immediately to the County Discipline Officer of the County to which the 

player’s club is affiliated. Addresses are in this handbook, including email addresses for greater 
speed. 

 
Note:  A red card offence will suspend a player for a minimum of 16 days, starting form the day of the 
incident. He/she will not be able to resume playing until notified of the imposition of any additional 
suspension if appropriate and the player or club has had the opportunity to appeal against the 
imposition of any additional suspension. Thus speed is essential in the reporting of such offences. Note 
there is no appeal against the imposition of the initial 16 day suspension. 
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Allocation Rules for the Clubs: 
 

1. The home club should confirm the match (start time, venue, change of colours) with both 
umpires by TUESDAY evening at the latest. 

2. Where on the allocation list a club (e.g. Stockton) is indicated, it is that clubs responsibility to find 
an umpire for the fixture.  The home clubs match fixture secretary shall contact his opposite 
number at the named club.  That club will then be responsible for providing an umpire. 

3. If an umpire becomes unavailable the home club is responsible for finding a replacement. If both 
umpires become unavailable each club is responsible for providing a replacement. Clubs should 
contact the Appointments Secretary to see if there are replacements available. 

4. All Division One league games must be umpired by umpires who hold the EH Level One Award 
Pass Certificate. 

5. For Wednesday matches, clubs should confirm by the previous Friday. 
6. In the event of cancellation, the home club should immediately inform the Allocation Secretary 

and the allocated umpires. 
7. For the arrangement of Cup matches, or the re-arrangement of League matches, the 

Appointments Secretary should be informed immediately. 
 
 
 

Allocation Rules for the Umpires: 
 

1. If you are unavailable for an allocated match, inform the home club and the Appointments Secretary 
2. If you have not been contacted by the home club by TUESDAY evening, contact the Appointments 

Secretary early on Wednesday evening for reallocation. 
3. If the pitch has gross inaccuracies in its markings or the goals were appalling, contact the 

Appointments Secretary so that he can co-ordinate an approach to the league and club.

N&DHUA Constitution: 
 

Name & Object: 
 

1 The Association shall be called the Northumberland and Durham Hockey Umpires Association (NDHUA) 
and shall be affiliated to the North Hockey Umpires Association (NHUA). Its objects shall be: 
(i.) to promote the highest possible standard of umpiring 
(ii.) to develop the competence of umpires through coaching, instruction and discussion 
(iii.) to appoint umpires to matches as requested by any appropriate Association or League 

 

2 The NDHUA will at all times operate within the rules of England Hockey (EH), the NHUA or other 
competent body. 

 
Membership: 
 

3 There shall be three classes of membership as follows: 
(i) Full member 

To be eligible for full membership, an umpire must –  
a) be currently registered on EH Level One Register, or have a higher qualification 
b) where his/her registration was not effected by the NDHUA, provide a reference from a competent person 

(e.g. a national or regional level umpire, a secretary of a regional or county umpires association or an 
accredited umpire coach) 

c) normally be available for appointment to matches except that this requirement may be waived by the 
Executive Committee in exceptional circumstances. 

(ii) Active associate member 
Any person regularly engaged in umpiring may apply to become an active associate member. An active 
associate member shall normally meet the criteria set out in (i) (a) and (b) above but this requirement 
may be waived by the Executive Committee in exceptional circumstances. He/she shall be under no 
obligation to accept regular appointments but may be appointed from time to time if he/she so wishes 
and is appropriately qualified. 

(iii) Associate member 
Any person who supports the objects of the NDHUA may apply to become an associate member. 

4 All applications for membership shall be made to the Hon. Secretary and shall be accepted or rejected by 
the Executive Committee at their sole discretion. 

 
General Meetings: 
 

5 An Annual General Meeting (AGM) shall be held in April or May in each year on such date as the Executive 
Committee shall determine. Members shall receive written notice of the AGM at least 14 days prior to the 
meeting. The AGM shall consider and adopt the minutes of the previous AGM, receive reports of officers, 
elect a president, officers and other members of the Executive Committee, elect representatives to any 
body on which the NDHUA is represented, determine the amount of the annual subscription for each 
class of member, consider and adopt the accounts, appoint an Hon. Auditor and transact any other 
business of which notice has been given. 

 

6 Only paid-up fill members of the NDHUA shall be eligible for election as officers of the Association. Full 
membership and active associate members shall be eligible for election as Executive Committee members 
and shall be entitled to vote at General meetings. All members (including Vice Presidents) shall be entitled 
to attend and speak at General Meetings. The Northumberland and Durham County Hockey Associations 
and the North East Hockey League shall each be invited to send a representative (who may speak) to 
General Meetings. 

 

7 The President of the NDHUA shall preside at General Meetings. In his absence the Chairman of the 
Executive Committee shall preside. If both are absent, those full members present shall choose one of 
their number to preside. The person presiding at the meeting shall determine the manner in which 
business is conducted. The quorum for a General Meeting shall be one third of paid-up members. 
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8 The constitution of the NDHUA shall not be altered unless proposals to change the constitution by way of 

new, amended or rescinded rules have been submitted to the Hon. Secretary in writing and signed by two 
or more paid-up full members not later than the end of February. The Hon. Secretary shall include such 
proposals in the notice for the AGM, No proposal to change the constitution shall have effect unless it is 
voted for by two thirds of those present and entitled to vote at the AGM at which it is considered. 

 

9 An Extraordinary General Meeting (EGM) may be called by a majority resolution of the Executive 
Committee or on application to the Hon. Secretary by not less than four full members of the NDHUA. 
Within 14 days of receiving such application the Hon. Secretary shall send notices of the EGM to all 
members of the NDHUA giving at least 7 days notice of the meeting. 

 

10 The AGM shall have the power to elect Vice-Presidents for outstanding services to the NDHUA and also to 
award Honorary Life Membership in exceptional cases. 

 
Executive Committee: 

 

11 Unless otherwise agreed at a General Meeting, The Executive Committee shall comprise the President, 
Hon. Secretary, Hon. Treasurer, Hon. Appointments Secretary and up to five other full members to be 
elected at a General Meeting. 

 

12 The Executive Committee shall be responsible for the management of the NDHUA and its powers shall 
include (but not be restricted to): 

a) determination of applications for membership of the NDHUA 
b) assessing and grading umpires and making nominations to EH for inclusion in the Level One Register or 

removal there from 
c) making arrangements for the selection of umpires to officiate in matches (the Committee may itself 

exercise this function or may delegate it to a sub-committee or to the Hon. appointments Secretary) 
d) making recommendations to the NHUA as to umpires to be considered for appointments by the NHUA 
e) devising and implementing a programme of coaching activities 
f) considering any complaint which may be made against a member of the NDHUA in accordance with the 

procedure set out in paragraph 15 below 
g) the management of the funds of the NDHUA 
h) arranging such insurance cover for members of the NDHUA as may appear appropriate 
i) the appointment of representatives to the NHUA, leagues, county associations or any other appropriate 

body where this has not already been determined by the AGM 
j) the filling of any casual vacancy in the membership of the Committee or the office-holders of the NDHUA 
k) co-opting additional members onto the Committee 
l) the appointment of sub-committees for any purpose 
 

13 The Executive Committee shall meet at such intervals as it considers necessary or on application to the 
Hon. Secretary by three or more members of the Committee, in which case the Hon. Secretary shall 
arrange for a meeting to be held within 14 days of receiving the application. 

 

14 At the first meeting after the AGM the Committee shall elect a Chairman from among its members. The 
Chairman shall preside at meetings of the Committee. IN his absence the Committee shall choose another 
member to preside. The person presiding at the meeting shall determine the manner in which business is 
conducted. The quorum for the Executive Committee shall be four members (excluding co-opted 
members) 

 
Discipline: 
 

15 There shall be a Disciplinary Committee consisting of the President, Chairman of the Executive Committee 
and Hon. Secretary. They shall consider any complaint made against any member of the NDHUA. Unless 
they consider that there is no case to answer the Committee shall invite the person complained against to 
submit written comments and may also arrange an oral hearing if they consider it appropriate. Such a 
hearing shall be conducted in a manner consistent with EH guidelines for the procedure for disciplinary 
hearings. If the Committee finds the complaint proven, they shall consider what sanction is to be 
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imposed. Such sanctions may include warning the umpire as to his/her future conduct, suspending or 
relegating the umpire or, in cases of conduct likely to bring the Association into disrepute, expelling the 
umpire from membership. 

 

16 In the event that a member of the Disciplinary Committee is unavailable or is directly concerned in the 
matter under investigation the remaining members of the Committee shall co-opt another full member of 
the NDHUA to take his/her place at any oral hearing. 

 

17 Any complaint made by a member of the NDHUA shall be dealt with in accordance with the EH 
Disciplinary Code. If a member wishes to make a complaint under Section 3 of the Code (offences other 
than those committed during a game) he/she shall notify the Hon. Secretary in writing within five days of 
the occurrence. The Hon. Secretary shall consult the Chairman of the Executive Committee and, unless 
they are of the opinion that the complaint should not be proved, the Hon Secretary shall take the matter 
up with the appropriate County Association or other relevant body 

 
Badges: 

 

18 An umpire who has been officially appointed by the NDHUA and officiated in five matches of the North 
East Hockey League Division One or a higher league shall be entitled to the badge and official shirt of the 
NDHUA 

 
Finance: 

 

19 Full and associate members shall be required to pay an annual subscription which shall include an amount 
to defray the cost of any insurance effected on their behalf. The total amount payable by each class of 
member shall be decided at the AGM and shall become payable on the first day of September following 
the AGM. If a member’s subscription is more that three months in arrears he/she shall cease to be a 
member, but shall be eligible to rejoin on payment of the subscription due. 

20 The Hon. Treasurer shall keep accounts, which shall be certified by the Hon. Auditor before the AGM. 
21 All officials appointed by the NDHUA shall be entitled to claim reasonable out of pocket expenses. Such 

expenses, when requested, shall be paid by the Hon. Treasurer at his discretion. 
22 In the event of the demise of the NDHUA any funds remaining after clearance of debts shall pass to the 

natural successor or successors of the NDHUA. If there be no successors the funds shall be divided equally 
and donated to the Northumberland and Durham Hockey Associations. 
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The SIB North East Hockey League: 
 

A History (Dedicated to the late Austin Carney). 
 

In 1956 Ashmores Hockey Club (the company of Davey Ashmores Ltd of Stockton) wrote to local clubs asking for 
support for a proposed league in the area.  The league would have to be confined to County Durham as part of 
the HA ruling.  Unfortunately, this would limit the scope of the fixtures.  Written in the minutes book of 
Billingham HC was “The general view of Billingham was that in essence it was a good idea, but because of the 
fixtures limitation, it would lose a lot of its attraction.  However, it was proposed that if we (Billingham) enter a 
team, it would be the second team only unless the strength of the other teams warranted the appearance of the 
first eleven”. 
 

Late in 1971 one of the stronger clubs in the area, Sunderland, resurrected the league idea at the Durham County 
AGM and proposed that Northumberland be included. 
 

The league commenced in season 1972-1973 and 18 clubs participated in the very first NEHL.  Clubs were 
expected to play 60% of other clubs to determine league positions.  Sunderland was the inaugural winners with 
an 88% success rate followed by Furness on 78%.  The first committee was chaired by Ken Burton assisted by Jim 
Rutherford as secretary.   
 

In 1973 the number of clubs increased to 21 and the second team league was started, also with 21 teams.  1975 
saw the leagues split so that there would be two divisions in each league with 12 teams in each division. 
 

After the formation of the Northern Premier League the winner was promoted automatically into it, which 
increased the interest and standard of play in the North East. 
 

In 1991 the league was made an open integrated one with league hockey being opened up to any club side 
wanting to participate. The integration resulted in more sides playing league hockey and in 1993 the league 
introduced a new committee post of results secretary to deal with the increasing amount of administration. 
 

In 1998 a conference division was set up for lower sides wishing to participate within a more relaxed format free 
from certain constraints of the league. There is less formality and no fines attributable to those teams involved in 
the conference. 
 

From those early league matches it was obvious that impartial umpiring was badly needed. Eric Ryan was 
instrumental in the setting up an Umpires Association to provide neutral umpires for league games. In its current 
state, as the Northumberland & Durham Hockey Umpires Association [N&DHUA], there are still neutral umpires 
to keep control of matches in the higher divisions of our league. 
 

In 2002 it was decided to create our own website and acquired the internet address nehl.org.uk and utilise this 
popular medium as the main source of information for clubs and the League. 
 

In 2006 the league was reorganised into 4 divisions of 12 teams with 2 conference divisions – north & south. 
 

In 2007 the status of the conference was changed so that they would operate as a hockey developmental league. 
In the same year a rule was introduced whereby all games in the league & conference were required to be 
umpired by members the N&DHUA so that they would be at level 1 standard or higher. This resulted in the 
training of a great many more umpires in the area.  
 

In 2009 a sponsorship arrangement was entered into with SIB Sportswear. 
 

In 2010 the now named ‘SIB North East Hockey League & Conference’ appointed, for the first time, a League 
Administrator responsible for the timely and accurate publication of the North East Hockey Handbook, to 
maintain the NEHL&C Website as directed and to administer all of the NEHL&C Leagues in terms of all match 
related matters and League Table collation. 
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In 2011 the league reverted to the title ‘SIB North East Hockey League’ and was reorganised into a single 
Premier Leage comprising one division, an Intermediate League comprising 2 divisions and a Club 
Development League again comprising 2 Divisions. In addition a separate Junior Development League 
was introduced.

Pre-paid Results Cards will be provided by the NEHL to ALL Clubs before the start of the 2011/12 Season. 
These Results Cards MUST be posted, by Clubs in ALL Divisions, (Including the Premier Division), within 
three days of the fixture. They must be FULLY completed with Division, Date, Venue, Result, Team 
Names, Player Names & Squad Numbers worn during the fixture, Scorers and the name and number of 
all players receiving Green, Yellow and Red Cards noted. The cards MUST be signed by both Team 
Captains and by both Umpires. Full details of officiating Umpires MUST be entered on the address side 
of the Card. BOTH Teams are responsible for ensuring that the card is fully completed, legible and 
submitted on time. As proof of recording of all relevant details the home team should ensure that a 
photocopy or scan is taken of the Results Card BEFORE it is posted.

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The SIB North East Hockey League Rules: 
[Last Updated: 2010/11 A.G.M] 

 

1. Jurisdiction, Names and Definitions 
 

1.1 The Organisation shall be called the ‘North East Hockey League’ (with any sponsor’s name to be prefixed 
in all publicity), hereinafter referred to as “NEHL”. 

 

1.2 The objects of the NEHL shall be to promote men’s outdoor hockey through the organisation and 
administration of a league. 

 
2. Compositions 
 

2.1  Membership of the NEHL shall be restricted to those Clubs that are affiliated to England Hockey Board, 
North Hockey Association and its appropriate County Association in the relevant season. 

 

2.2  All clubs in the NEHL are required to have a Child Protection Policy and to appoint a Child Protection 
Officer. 

 

2.3  The League proper shall be divided into 3 sections: The Premier League [PL], The Intermediate League [IL] 
and the Club Development League [CDL]. The PL shall consist of one division of twelve teams playing 
fixtures home and away. The IL shall consist of a minimum of two divisions of around twelve teams 
playing fixtures home and away [the exact combination depending upon the teams available and ratified 
at the AGM]. The remaining structure shall form the CDL. The format of the CDL shall vary, as agreed at 
the AGM, according to the number of teams under consideration. The decision to alter the number of 
teams in the IL and CDL shall be made at the AGM. If a division contains more than one team from the 
same club, the League Administrator shall arrange the fixtures so that any intra club matches are played 
as early as possible in the first of each block of League fixtures.  

 

2.4 There shall also be a Junior Development League [JDL] the format of which shall be agreed at the AGM 
according to the number of teams under consideration. In order to qualify for this league, teams must 
contain a minimum of five players on the field of play under the age of eighteen on the day of the match. 
Adults playing in the JDL are expected to compete in a manner appropriate to its junior developmental 
nature. Although a programme for the league will be drawn up the playing of fixtures in terms of timing, 
dimensions of field of play and sizes of teams will be flexible and by mutual agreement between the two 
clubs concerned.   

 

2.5    Any application for membership of or notice of resignation from, the NEHL shall be made in writing to the 
NEHL Secretary not later than 30th April of the year in which the club wishes its application or resignation 
to take effect. Applications will be considered at the first subsequent NEHL Committee Meeting and 
subject to the club fulfilling the conditions; the NEHL Committee’s recommendations will be placed 
before the next Annual General Meeting (AGM) for approval. Other than applications to join the JDL the 
team(s) of a new member club, or the additional team(s) of an existing club, shall normally be placed in 
the lowest division of the League (proper), subject to the NEHL Committee’s approval and the feasibility 
of accommodating the new team within the League structure. 

 

2.6  The Premier and Intermediate Leagues shall be formed of teams whose clubs shall guarantee full 
commitment to formal league hockey and complete acceptance of these Rules as they apply to the 
respective leagues. The Development Leagues shall exist to promote club and junior development and, to 
promote this, shall be formed of teams whose clubs cannot guarantee such a degree of commitment but 
nevertheless wish to be involved in competitive hockey. 
 

2.7 All member Clubs of the NEHL must provide details of their club officers, for the coming season to the 
NEHL Secretary by 30th June, to ensure inclusion in the NE Hockey Handbook. Among its officers each 
Club must appoint a nominated Club Email Contact who shall be the main point of contact for the League 
for all general matters and an individual Fixture Secretary who shall be the main point of contact for the 
League in matters relating to fixture arrangements.  The Fixture Secretary [or an individual delegated 
Match Secretary] shall be the main point of contact for Clubs for the match arrangements covered in Rule 
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4.5. Each Club Fixture Secretary, or a nominated delegate, must attend the annual Fixture Secretary’s 
Meeting referred to in Rule 4.4.  

 Penalties:  Failure to provide handbook details by due date - £25 fine.

2.8 University based clubs must inform the Secretary of their term dates prior to 30th April in the previous 
season. They must also appoint a locally based ‘Mentor’, acceptable to the Committee, who will ensure 
that understanding of the League’s requirements are passed on to successive student administrations. 
This individuals contact details must be provided as under Rule 2.3 to ensure an out of season point of 
contact. 

 Penalties:  Failure to provide term details by due date - £20 fine. 
   Failure to provide details of Mentor - £20 fine. 
 

2.9 Any club or team may be expelled from the NEHL by a decision of a Special General Meeting (SGM), 
General Meeting, or at the AGM. Upon expulsion by the NEHL Committee, the club has the right of appeal 
to the next SGM, GM, or at the AGM. Expulsion from the NEHL shall be effective from the end of the 
season and shall normally be for one season. Re-application for membership of the NEHL shall be the 
same as that for a new club [see 2.5 above]. 

 

2.10 On completion of the League proper fixtures, promotion and relegation between the respective leagues 
and divisions will be subject to promotion and relegation to/from the next higher League as laid down in 
Appendix 1. Promotion from the IL to the PL, and from the CDL to the IL, will be open to the two highest 
placed teams whose clubs can provide assurance of commitment to the Rules as they apply to the PL and 
IL respectively and acceptance of this assurance by the NEHL Committee. Relegation from the PL and the 
IL will only take place if teams are promoted. In circumstances where a team from a particular club gains 
promotion ahead of another team or teams with nominally higher status from the same club then for the 
following season the promoted team will assume the status of the highest club side it has been promoted 
ahead of, playing in the NEHL, with all other lower teams redesignated as necessary. 
A club may elect for one or more of its teams to be relegated to a lower league when it can no longer 
guarantee the required level of commitment. Similarly the NEHL Committee, in pursuance of Rule 5.2, 
may decide that a team should be so relegated. 
Subject to the constraints above further teams may be promoted within the NEHL structure to balance 
the Divisions as covered in Rule 2.3. All decisions regarding promotion and relegation shall be ratified at 
the AGM. 

 
3.  Management 
 

3.1 The NEHL shall be administered by a Committee consisting of the following: 
(a) Chairman, (b) Honorary Secretary, (c) Honorary Treasurer, (d) League Administrator, (e) A minimum of 
one member representing each Division of the NEHL, (f) A representative of the Northumberland and 
Durham Hockey Umpires Association, (g) A representative of the Durham County Hockey Association, (h) 
A representative of the Northumberland County Hockey Association. 
Except for the post of League Administrator, positions (a) to (e) inclusive shall be elected at the AGM, or a 
GM in the event of a position becoming unfulfilled because of resignation or other circumstances. 
The League Administrator shall be appointed by the Committee and shall be in receipt of an annual 
honorarium [to be agreed at the AGM] and approved expenses.  

 

3.2 The NEHL Committee shall have the power to co-opt additional members onto the Committee. 
 

3.3 The NEHL Secretary shall have executive responsibility for the administration of the NEHL. The NEHL 
Secretary shall cause minutes of all proceedings of SGM, GM, AGM and Committee Meetings to be 
entered in a file provided for the purpose. When these minutes are signed by the Chairman, they shall be 
conclusive evidence of the correctness of the entries. 

 

3.4 The Honorary Treasurer shall be responsible for keeping and preparing accounts and for presenting them 
at the AGM.  
 He shall present the said accounts for annual audit in advance of the AGM to a suitable person appointed 
by the committee for that purpose. 
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3.5 The League Administrator shall be responsible for: 

 Collating, editing and issuing the NE Hockey Handbook. 

 Updating information on the NEHL Website.  

 Collating and monitoring of Club Player and Umpire registration details. 

 Preparation and issue of the Fixture Lists for each season. 

 Preparation, issue and subsequent receipt of Results Cards & Cancellation Forms. 

 Entering results on ‘Fixtures Live’. 

 Rearranging postponed fixtures in consultation with the NEHL Secretary. 

 Recording player appearance for teams and any yellow and red card offences.  

 Recording details of all none or late submissions of, and incorrectly completed, Results Cards & 
Cancellation Forms. 

 Dealing with match related queries in consultation with the NEHL Secretary as necessary. 

 Monitoring of player & umpire eligibility. 

 Reporting all relevant matters to the NEHL Secretary or Committee as directed. 

 Attending the AGM, Fixture Secretary’s Meeting and Committee Meetings. 
 

3.6 The AGM of the NEHL shall be held before the end of the second week of May each year. The NEHL 
Secretary shall give each club at least 14 days notice of the meeting through the nominated email contact 
from each club.  

 

The following business shall be transacted at the AGM: 
a. To approve the Minutes of the previous AGM 
b. To receive reports from the Chairman, Honorary Secretary and Honorary Treasurer 
c. To fix the subscription and levels of fines for the following season 
d. To receive a report from the League Administrator, and then to ratify promotion and relegation 

within the NEHL. 
e. To present trophies 
f. To reconsider the Rules for improvement for the following season 
g. To elect officers as set out in section 3.1 
h. To discuss “Any Other Business” - only that business stated on the Agenda of the meeting shall be 

discussed under this heading.  
Any member Club wishing to put forward a resolution or a matter of other business at the AGM shall 
submit the details in writing by 31st March to the NEHL Secretary, who shall place the resolution on the 
agenda for the Meeting. 

 

3.7 All clubs must send a representative to the NEHL AGM.  
Penalty:  Failure to attend the Annual General Meeting - £50 fine. 

 

3.8 Each member Club shall be entitled to send two representatives to the AGM, SGM and GM, but each Club 
shall only have one vote. The Chairman shall not vote unless there is a tie, in which case the Chairman 
shall have the casting vote. Other members of the NEHL Committee shall only vote when acting as a 
member club representative. Representatives from five constituent Clubs shall form a quorum at the 
AGM, SGM or GM. In all cases, motions shall be carried by a simple majority of those present and entitled 
to vote. 

 

3.9 In committee, all members of the Committee, except the League Administrator, shall have one vote. The 
Chairman shall not vote except in the case of a tie. Four members shall form a quorum. The Committee 
shall be responsible for administering and enforcing the NEHL Rules and resolving disputes. With the 
exception of expulsion from the NEHL, and the right of appeal under rule 5.4, decisions of the Committee 
shall be final and cannot be revoked retrospectively at any AGM, SGM or GM. 

 

3.10 A subscription shall be levied as necessary and agreed at the AGM. Payment of subscriptions must be 
made by 31st October of each season.  
Penalty: £25 per team per complete month in default.  

 

3.11 The NEHL Committee may call a General Meeting. A SGM shall be called if requested by at least 40% of 
the member Clubs. At a SGM only business on the agenda or incidental thereto shall be transacted. A 
minimum of 14 days notice must be given for such GMs and SGMs. 
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4 Match Regulations 
 

4.1 Rules of Play: 
All matches shall be played in accordance with the Rules of Hockey as issued by the Hockey Rules Board 
under the authority of the International Hockey Federation [copyright is held by the International Hockey 
Federation].  

 

4.2 Player Qualifications: 
a. Only bona fide members of a NEHL Club shall be entitled to play in NEHL matches. 
b. Before November 1st of each season all clubs in the NEHL must submit a full list of their playing members 

to the NEHL Secretary giving names in full and dates of birth. Thereafter before any new such member 
plays for a club his full name and date of birth must be provided in writing to the NEHL Secretary giving 
details of any previous club and confirmation that the player has no outstanding debts, either in cash or 
in kind, with that club. In addition clubs are to ensure that any new player has served out any previously 
imposed disciplinary suspension before being allowed to play for them. 

c. A player who has played league hockey for any other club shall not play for a NEHL club unless the NEHL 
Secretary receives evidence that a genuine change of clubs has taken place and that the NEHL Executive 
[consisting of the Chairman, NEHL Secretary, and Hon. Treasurer] has agreed to grant a transfer request. 
Such transfer requests must be lodged with the NEHL Secretary, using the official Transfer Form, before 
the 1st of February during the season. The transferring player must have settled his subscription and any 
other outstanding debts to his previous club. If the new club has another side playing in another league 
then the club must also have satisfied the rules of that league relating to player transfer. The NEHL 
Executive shall have the power to grant a transfer request after the 1st of February if the request is the 
result of a move of abode of the player concerned or for other extenuating circumstances. 

d. In registering players, clubs with teams in leagues senior to the NEHL must provide a list of 11 starred 
players for each such team, selected on merit, include one Goalkeeper in each case. These players are 
excluded from playing in any lower club team within the League proper other than under the provisions 
of Rule 4.2e below. Clubs are permitted to make a change to their starred lists of 11 by emailing the swap 
details to the NEHL Secretary and League Administrator before 8.00pm on the Wednesday before the 
next match. A goalkeeper must be replaced with another goalkeeper. Reasons for the change must be 
given and the NEHL Secretary must approve the change before the de-starred player can play for the 
lower team. Once a player has been de-starred that player, other than a goalkeeper, cannot be re-starred 
within 4 weeks of the date he was de-starred.  

The NEHL Secretary should be informed of any problems and must be notified if any starred player is to 
be unavailable for more than 3 weeks. The movement of players will be monitored. The League shall have 
the power to change starred players, but, in doing so, must notify the clubs of any such changes before 
8.00pm on the Monday before the next league match.  

Additionally, after the end of January, any player, except Goalkeepers, whose name has appeared in the 
starting line up in more than 75% of a senior league’s matches, cannot play for the club in a NEHL match 
unless permission has been obtained from the NEHL Secretary. 

e. As a general principle within the IL and CDL a club shall not strengthen a lower team with a player or 
players from a higher team in a manner which, in the view of the League Committee, would be likely to 
influence the result of a game. However in cases of shortage, within the IL for postponed games 
rearranged for Sundays a maximum of 2 players from a higher team; and at all times within the CDL a 
maximum of 4 players from a higher team; will be permitted in order to allow clubs to field a team of 
eleven.  

f. In the event of a team being short of players other players shall be promoted from successive lower 
teams such that the club’s lowest team is short unless there are extenuating circumstances acceptable to 
the NEHL Committee.  In this regard a substitute selected for a higher team on a particular day can play 
for a lower team provided that this selection does not otherwise breach Rule 4.2d or 4.2e above. 
However, in the PL and IL, a player starting for a higher team cannot play for a lower team on the same 
day unless that player is a goalkeeper who would normally have played for the lower team. This practice 
will be permitted in the CDL subject to the provisions of Rule 4.2e above. In the CDL and JDL teams may 
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borrow registered players from the opposition or co-opt occasional unregistered players [providing that 
there is otherwise no breach of Rule 4.2b above].   

g. In the PL and the IL only male players shall be permitted to play in league matches. 
h. Except in the JDL all players in must be aged 13 years or over on the day of any particular match.  
i. Match Record Cards will be used to resolve any concerns or complaints regarding player selection. 
j. Any club making a selection which contravenes any provision of this rule shall be deemed to have played 

an ineligible player.  
Penalties: Failure to submit correctly compiled registration list by due date - £25 fine. 

   Failure to apply for a player transfer - £25 fine. 
Playing an ineligible player not regarded as in breach of rule 4.2d ς Fine of: PL & IL £25 
and CDL £10 and 3 points deducted.  
Playing an ineligible player in breach of rule 4.2d or 4.2e ς Fine of: PL £50, IL £25 and 
CDL £10; 3 points deducted from the lower team and match awarded to opposition by 3 
goals to nil 

 
4.3 Umpires: 

a. From 01.01.2012, all umpires covering PL Division 1 games must at least hold an England Hockey Level 1 
Umpire qualification.  Umpires covering all other NEHL games must at least hold an England Hockey Level 
1 Umpire qualification or be a prospective Level 1 Umpire undergoing the practical assessment process. 
All umpires must carry adequate public liability insurance [which can be obtained by joining the NDHUA 
or other appropriate body]. 

b. All clubs in the PL must have at least 1 Umpire who holds at least an England Hockey Level 1 qualification. 
c. All clubs must have an Umpire Development Officer whose duties will include encouraging, facilitating 

and recording umpire training and development within their club and ensuring umpire allocation to meet 
NEHL requirements.  

d. The NEHL devolves to the Northumberland and Durham Hockey Umpires Association (NDHUA) authority 
to appoint umpires to all games where possible. When such appointments are made the home club 
should confirm them as per the Allocation Rules of NDHUA. The home club should notify the opposition 
that they have confirmed the umpires and seek a reallocation from the NDHUA in the event of any 
difficulties. 

e. When one or both NDHUA appointed umpires fail to fulfil an engagement the team captains shall 
endeavour to find a competent umpire or umpires to enable the match to be played. If no replacement(s) 
acceptable to both captains can be found the match must be rearranged in accordance with Rule 4.10d.   

f. Each team must provide one umpire unless NDHUA umpires are appointed. If necessary a team must 
drop a player from the side to meet this requirement. 

g. In the PL and IL no person shall play and umpire in the same game. 
h. In the PL and IL no club umpire may be changed once a match has commenced unless as a result of injury, 

illness or other extenuating circumstances to that umpire. 
i. Clubs shall provide the League with the names of their Level One and higher-grade umpires before the 

start of each season and as and when they become qualified. 
j. All clubs must send at least one representative to at least one Umpire coaching day per annum organised 

by NDHUA.  
Penalties: Failure to confirm match details with N&DHUA appointee - £25 fine. 

Failure to provide qualified umpire ς Fine of: PL & IL £25 and CDL & JDL £10; 3 points

Failure to meet any other requirement of rule - £10 fine. 

 
4.4 Dates of League Fixtures: 

a. These shall be circulated by the League Administrator. Any alterations must be arranged at the Annual 
Fixture Secretary’s Meeting and the League Administrator must be informed of such changes before 30th 
June for publication of the NE Hockey Handbook. Following publication league dates may not be altered 
except under the provisions of Rule 4.10. 
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b. Prior to the League Fixture Secretary’s meeting, the League Administrator shall arrange fixtures between 
college/university sides and club sides for Saturdays and/or Sundays. In divisions with more than one 
college/university team, fixtures between such sides may be scheduled as mid week fixtures. 
Penalty: Failure to arrange and confirm match rearrangements by due date - £20 fine. 

 

4.5 Start Times, Venues and Surfaces: 
These must be confirmed to the opposition and umpires, by the home Club Fixture or Match Secretary by 
8.00 p.m. on the Monday preceding the game. If communication ‘person to person’ is not made then the 
home club must ensure that their message is acknowledged by the away club. In the event that the home 
Club does not communicate by the due time the away Club must inform the League Administrator of the 
situation by 8:00pm on the Tuesday preceding the game. Start times should be between noon and 3.00 
p.m. Matches may start outside these times subject to the mutual agreement of both clubs involved.  If, 
after considering all reasonable alternative venues, mutual agreement cannot be reached then the game 
may be postponed in accordance with the provisions of Rule 4.10a(ii) and requirements of Rule 4.10d. 
Matches shall be played in daylight unless special permission has been given by the NEHL Committee to 
play under floodlights on pitches with floodlighting approved by the committee. 
Penalty: Failure to confirm match arrangements by due day & time ς Fine of: PL & IL £25 and CDL 
& JDL £10. 
 

4.6 Playing Surfaces: 
All matches must be played on approved artificial turf surfaces. 

 

4.7 Points: 
In each Division positions shall be based on the following scales: 3 points for a win, 1 point for a draw and 
0 points for a game lost. In the event of a tie at the end of the season, final placings shall be decided as 
follows: first goal difference will be taken into account and if still equal the higher number of goals scored 
shall be the deciding factor. If still undecided, but only in the case of promotion, relegation or outright 
winning of the League than a play-off shall take place as directed by the NEHL Secretary. 
 

4.8 Notification of Results: 
Results shall be notified by the home clubs on the cards provided to the League Administrator. The 
Results Cards shall be completed fully and shall be returned by first class post with a postmark no later 
than three days following the game. In addition, for PL games, the results must be telephoned by voice or 
voice mail [not text] by the home club to a number [which shall be notified to all clubs before the start of 
the season] before 6.15 p.m. on the day of the game. Prior to posting a photo copy or electronic scanned 
copy of the Results Card must be taken and retained by the home club. In the event of a Results Card not 
reaching the League Administrator then the club will be required to produce this copy.  
Player’s full names and numbers must be entered on the Results Card before the commencement of the 
match. For the purposes of Rule 4.2e the players ‘starting’ the match shall be deemed to be the first 11 
players listed on the Results Card. Full details of the umpires and their credentials must also be entered 
on the card. Players whose names are not entered shall not be eligible to play. The card shall be handed 
to the umpire prior to the game commencing. The umpires shall record match details including red and 
yellow cards. Afterwards the card shall be returned to the home team’s representative. 
Any fixture which is not played / completed for whatever reason must be notified by the home club to the 
League Administrator on a Match Cancellation Form and returned as per a NEHL Results Card. Again a 
copy, as required for Results Cards above, must be retained.  
Penalties: Failure of home team to provide a Results Card ς Fine of: PL & IL £20 and DL & JDL £10 

[home team]. 
Failure to fully and correctly complete Results Card - £10 fine [both teams]. 
Failure to provide a suitable copy of a Results Card or Cancellation Form when 
requested by the League Administrator ς Fine of: PL £50, IL £25, DL & JDL £10 [home 
club]. 
Failure to telephone Premier League results by due time - £10 fine [home club]. 
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4.9 Abandoned Games: 
The umpires shall have the sole discretion in abandoning games including decisions as to the light and 
fitness of the pitch. In the event of disagreement between the umpires, the game shall be abandoned. 
In the event of an abandoned match, the home team shall notify the League Administrator using a Fixture 
Cancellation Form as laid down in Rule 4.8 
Unless otherwise directed by the NEHL Committee (or its appointed officer) to do otherwise, abandoned 
matches must be replayed as per Rule 4.10d. 

 

4.10 Postponements: 
a. Except as set out in section ‘b’ of this Rule, and except in the case of shortage of players in the CDL & JDL, 

a team seeking to postpone a match for any reason must obtain the permission of the NEHL Secretary 
and the opposing team. This will usually only be considered if: 

(i) The Club is involved in a match of higher national or local priority, in which case communication must 
take place as soon as the situation becomes apparent and not later than 8:00pm on the Wednesday 
preceding the game. 

(ii) Other extenuating circumstances which are acceptable to both the NEHL Secretary and the opposing 
team in which case communication must take place as soon as possible after the circumstances 
become apparent. 

b. The home team is empowered to postpone a match because of the unfitness of the ground, or because of 
inclement weather. In the event of such a postponement, the opposition should be informed before they 
commence to travel. Home Clubs must notify the League Administrator using the Match Cancellation 
Form in accordance with the timetable laid down in Rule 4.8. 

c. Except in the CDL & JDL [but subject to the penalties covered in Rule 4.11 below] shortage of players shall 
not be considered a valid reason for failing to play a game. 

d. In the event of a postponement then the home Club should immediately notify any appointed umpires. 
e. The League Administrator and NEHL Secretary will be responsible for rearranging all postponed or 

abandoned games and for informing the clubs concerned. Individual games will generally be rearranged 
within 29 days. However when a substantial number of games are lost on one day then these will be 
reprogrammed for designated slip dates on Saturdays. Games involving University clubs not available on 
these slip dates will be accommodated otherwise. Where the use of slip dates is not possible every effort 
will be made to avoid more than one club side playing on a Sunday. Changes to these rearrangements will 
only be acceptable under the provisions of 4.10a above. Except in the case of award under Rule 4.11 
games not played in accordance with this rule will be declared void with no result being recorded.

4.11 Failure to Play a Fixture: 
a. A fixture is defined as a hockey match played according to the International Hockey Federation Rules and 

these Rules. Any match not conforming to this definition shall be dealt with under this rule. 
b. In the event of a Club failing to fulfil a league fixture, except as in Rule 4.10, the penalties listed below will 

be applied. 
Penalties: Failure to play a fixture due to shortage of players ς Except for the last team in a club 

which has more than one team, a fine of: PL £25, IL £10. PL 3 points deducted and game 
awarded to opposition by 3 goals to nil. IL 3 points deducted and game to be 
rearranged under Rule 4.10e. CDL & JDL 1 point deducted and game to be rearranged

4.12 Discipline: 
The NEHL divests control of all matters relating to player discipline to the appropriate County Association 
Disciplinary Committees. The NEHL Committee shall organise a ‘Fair Play Award’ to be presented annually 
to the Club[s] with the best disciplinary record over the season. 

 

4.13 Player Identification: 
a. If in the opinion of the umpires there is a clash of shirts or of socks then the away team shall change, 

except that if the home team is wearing shirts and socks different in colour to those declared in the NEHL 
handbook then its players may be required to change. 

b. Except in the CDL & JDL all players shall wear shirts bearing a different number of at least 9 inches in 
height and contrasting colour to the shirts. Numbers shall be worn in the centre of the back of the shirt 
and shall correspond to the numbers on the Result Card. 
Penalty:   Failure to wear appropriate strips and/or numbering ς PL & IL only £10 fine 
 

5 General Matters: 
5.1 Each Club by its entry into the NEHL shall be deemed to have given its consent to the Rules of the NEHL and 

to any amendments which may from time to time be adopted in proper form and shall be deemed to have 
agreed to abide by the decision of the NEHL Committee and any penalty or sanction it may from time to 
time see fit to impose. 

5.2 The NEHL Committee shall have the power to determine any matter not covered in these Rules. It shall 
have the power to impose a financial penalty, deduct League points, relegate any team or expel any Club 
that, in its opinion, fails to meet the standards demanded for NEHL hockey. As a minimum the NEHL 
Committee shall apply the sanctions set out within these rules. They can increase these sanctions in cases 
of repeated or deliberate transgression. All fines imposed must be paid within 30 days of notification. After 
the AGM any club with outstanding debts from either subscriptions or fines will be expelled from the NEHL. 

Penalty:  Failure to meet the required standards ς Max £100 fine together with any other sanctions 
deemed appropriate by the committee. 

5.3 All disputes, other than those falling within the jurisdiction of the match Umpires (whose decision is final) 
shall be referred to the NEHL Committee. The decision of the NEHL Committee shall be final, subject to any 
appeal under Rule 5.4, and cannot be revoked retrospectively by the member Clubs meeting at a SGM or at 
the AGM. 

5.4 Clubs shall have the right of appeal in the first instance to their County Secretary (Durham and 
Northumberland) against a decision of the NEHL Committee. Appeals shall be heard by a Committee 
consisting of a representative of each of the two Counties plus an additional representative of the “home” 
County of the appellant Club. Such appeals must be lodged with the appropriate County Secretary in writing 
and a copy of the appeal must be sent to the Secretary of the NEHL Committee within 14 days of the NEHL 
Committee’s decision being notified to the Club concerned. A deposit of £50.00 is required.  

5.5 Rules may only be changed at the AGM, SGM or GM on a motion submitted in writing by a member Club to 
the NEHL Secretary 60 days before the meeting, or on a motion from the Committee. Member Clubs shall 
be informed by the NEHL Secretary of the wording of such a motion at least 14 days before the meeting. 

 

APPENDIX 1: (Appendix to section 2.7 of The Rules. Item: Promotion and Relegation). 
(a) One team promoted to the next higher league and none relegated. One additional place available. Two teams to be 
promoted and one team to be relegated between Divisions. 
(b) One team promoted to the next higher league and one relegated. No additional place available. Two teams to be 
promoted and two teams to be relegated between the divisions. 
(c) One team promoted to the next higher league and two relegated. One fewer place available. Two teams to be 
promoted and three teams to be relegated between the divisions. 
(d) One team promoted to the next higher league and three relegated. Two fewer places available. Two teams to be 
promoted and four teams to be relegated between the Divisions. 
(e) Any other combinations, NEHL Committee to decide and recommend to AGM. Subject to at least two teams being 
promoted from each Division (excluding Division 1).
