The last home game we came here to the Hive on
the back of a very disappointing loss on the road at
Hartlepool, but I'd like to think we restored a bit of
pride and got ourselves going in the right direction
with a good win over Sandal. Unfortunately, we find
ourselves in a similar boat today as we return from
an away game where we couldn’t get the right
result. However, for those of you who made the
trip across to Lancashire, | am sure you will agree
that many aspects of the boys’ performance were
very good and we won enough territory and
possession to have come away with league points.
On a positive note, our pack was equal to the
Rossendale eight and | believe they are the best
forwards we will face this season. They are very
well drilled by my old mate Tim Fourie and
although Tim is possibly not the best player on the
park anymore, he remains one of the most
influential forwards and his side play well

around him.

Looking at our own players, James Brown’s
performances are very consistent and belie his age
and he has come through in just under a year since
making his debut against Keighley to be a first team
regular. If there is a lock with a better all round
game than Brett Mitchell at this level | would be
very surprised. His contribution to the team gets
better every week, and | feel that he is, without a
doubt, a future Captain of the Club. It continues to
be a problem for us that we are not picking up the
bonus points on offer and it is something we need
to address. Success and failure in this division seems
to hang on the smallest of margins and everyone in
the squad knows that we need to get points on the
board if we dominate a game for a twenty minute

period like we did in both halves on Saturday.

Even at a conservative estimate | think we have left
around five bonus points on the pitch this season,
which is surprising in some ways as only Waterloo
were better than us at picking up the bonuses last
season where we collected |7 in our 26 fixtures.
However one area where we are not excelling is
the collection of yellow cards and giving away silly
penalties. This is one area where we have really
improved and | am pleased that the boys have been
much better at keeping their discipline around the
rucks and mauls.

Outside the first team, things continue to go very
well for the Second and Third team squads.

The Second team won by 3| points to five over
Hull lonians and with a game in hand they stand just
behind Wharfedale who are second, with
undefeated Scunthorpe on top. The Tigers sit on
top of their ladder having not lost yet in a
competitive fixture this season. | know | say this
every week but Steve Balmforth and Dave Morris
are doing a fabulous job with their squads and |
know from the feedback | am getting from the
other coaches who watch the Second team that
there are players who can step up into the first
team. It is evident that we are developing real
competition for a place in the team now and that’s
real progress.

Id like to finish up this week on a slightly more
serious note as it is Remembrance Sunday
tomorrow.

So here we are on the verge of the Christmas
tyranny, the 316th day of 201 | and the first visit
to The Hive of Burnage Rugby Club since 1982
in our history as a combined club, | believe | am
told by those with grey at the temples, greyer
beards and a faraway look in their eyes that
Burnage and Bingley were once regular
combatants on the field of honour, but alas, dear
reader, of these epic battles there is no
immediate record. The one thing that everyone
does seem to know of today’s opponents is that
they own the only “plastic pitch” in the division. |
could cut and paste an explanation of the
technology behind their 3G pitch, but if you are
that interested | am sure you can look it up on
the old t’interweb without me boring any more
folk to death than is absolutely necessary.

Anyway, in the pursuit of our mutual edification |
sent Muriel and the elves a-googling and
wiki-searching for some Burnagerie that might
make our six hundred and fifty words together
just that bit brighter. Unfortunately all that could
be scraped from Wikipedia was that the name of
the district could be a corruption of “Brown
Hedge”, but even that was not a definitive pearl
of wisdom, it was only a “could”. How very dull
I’'m sure you all already know those cheeky
Gallaghers, little Noel and Liam, famously hail
from the borough... butin 201 1, frankly, who
cares about Beady Eyes and High Flying Birds? As
| can’t unveil an in depth history of the Burnage
club, | will have a rummage about in their season
so far to see what we can glean.

You will have no doubt have already navigated to
the league table and will have seen Burnage’s
record includes two wins at home and one on
the road. In their six homes games they have
notched 120 points, but conceded 10 more; on
the road they have accrued 72 and shipped 104.

The 192 points that Burnage have scored can be
broken down as 23 tries, || conversions, 15
penalties and one penalty try. 16 of their 24 tries
have come through the forwards with 9 of those
scored by the second row men, with Phil Edge
leading the way with five on his back and five
scores to his name. Burnage’s top scorer is
centre Adam Knight who has totted up 68 points
in the 10 matches played.

As a contrast, The Bees’ 252 points this season
have been garnered through 33 tries, 2 penalty
tries, 22 conversions and | | penalties. Gavin
Stead continues to head the points scoring
charge with 115 thus far. Gavin is also second
behind Penrith’s James Ellar in the try scoring
table with eight five pointers, but the Bees do
have two other players in the Top |5 as Guy
Ford has now dotted down 6 times and Giles
Hetherington 5.

It might be easy to assume that Burnage’s
successes have come purely because of the old
plastic pitch which is an advantage to the
Burnage squad as they know how to play it.

This might be too convenient an explanation as
they began the season at a sprint with a decent
win over Beverley at home followed by an
impressive victory of Waterloo on the road.

This excellent start to the season pushed the
newly promoted side into second spot after two
games played, but a run of five defeats saw them
slump to 10th in the table until a good win
against Morley on October 22nd turned things
around slightly. Since that 28-22 success, two
further defeats have followed, with Lymm
getting the “W” by 20 points to 14 and then last
week, Chester getting back to winning ways with
a 31-18 success on the plastic.
