Unfortunately the loss of key batsmen in the 1sts, through injury 
and unavailability (see article on James McNichol) has meant it has 
been a difficult season at times for the 2nds with up to 4 guys some 
weeks stepping up to 1st team level. However, a couple of good 
victories in the last 2 weeks have seen them move up to 8th place, 
39 points clear of the relegation zone and only 25 points off the top 
of the table. With the majority of the team being 21 and under it 
augers well for the future although these players need to find 
consistency with their performances.
