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Memories from Peter Scrase™ XV captain 1963/64

I'was the 1% XV Captain in 1963/64 and we did run a second team that season- see
attached fixture list. I can’t recall who was Captain.
We did have an Easter tour in 1964 playing an enjoyable and knackering five games in
eight days against the second XV’s of Falmouth, Redruth, Pirates, St Tves and Truro. I
don’t recall took much detail of the Christmas tour except that the Redruth GS 0Old Boys
ground was in an exposed position, and subject to wind, rain and hail whenever | played
there.
Our Chairman was Jack Wills, a Met Police Inspector and a Camborne man, was hugely
enthusiastic about things Cornish. We met on Wednesday evenings in the ‘Olive Branch’
and he led the singing of all the standard Cornish songs including ‘Deep Harmony® — he
had fine voice. T saw him many years later at the Mennaye supporting Wasps- I’m not sure
when he severed his connections London Cornish.

. There were no leagues then but you can see from the attached fixture list that we played
against the 4™ XV’s of the then ‘Premier’ London clubs. At that time I recall Rosslyn Park
ran 17 teams.

Our President at that time was John "Ginger’ Williams, Pirates and England in the early
1950’s. 1 recall going with others to visit him in his Holman’s office in Mayfair. The Vice-
Preidents were drawn from across the county and I recall visiting Rex Carr at St Erbyn’s and
John Edwards, dentist , both of Penzance.

My connection with the club ended after 1964 when I had to give all my waking hours to part-
time study at Birkbeck College.
