Coaching Sessions

Sunday morning from 9.00 until 11.00am, on the Astroturf pitch at Firth Rixson
Aurora Sports Ground, Bawtry Road, Brinsworth.

We have a full programme of events that takes us from the first Sunday in September
through to the end of April the following year and a number of qualified coaches

dedicated to help young players enjoy and develop their skills in the sport.

All coaches and assistants give their time on a voluntary basis.

Matches and Tournaments

Each season we enter teams in the Yorkshire Youth Hockey Leagues for boys and
girls at Under 16, 14, 12 & 10 years of age.

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HOW TO FIND US

Rotherham Hockey Club's home ground is at the Firth Rixson Aurora Sports Club
Ground, Bawtry Road, Brinsworth, Rotherham (01709) 372613

The Club is situated about 1 mile from J34 of the M1 and opposite the BOC works.

Visiting teams from the North should exit the M1 at J34 at the north end of the
viaduct, and travel under the viaduct, and take the 2nd left (A631) to Bawtry, the club
is about 1 mile on the right.

Visiting teams from the South can exit the M1 at J34 on the south end of the viaduct,
going right around the island and exiting on the A631 to Bawtry. This island is under
the control of numerous sets of traffic lights and delays can be expected. It is
somewhat quicker to exit the M1 at J33 and follow the A631 back to J34 and
approach Aurora from the other direction.

Travellers approaching from the West along the M18 can either exit at J1 (M18) and
follow the A631 to J34 of the M1 or join the M1 North and exit at J33 or J34 as
above.
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
