What You Need to Know.

Clothes: Standard hockey equipment is all that is required i.e. shin pads, trainers or astro boots (all needed); stick if
you have one but we do have some you can borrow, glove, tracksuit (optional.).
We strongly advise that you bring along sun tan cream and wear gum shields.

On Wednesday, please bring a complete change of warm clothing, including trainers and windproof top. Buoyancy aids
and all other specialist equipment will be provided.

A packed lunch should be brought each day and you must bring plenty of water to drink, (non fizzy). On Wednesday we
will be having a BBQ at Underbank so only bring a packet lunch on this day if you do not want to taste our cooking!
The BBQ is included in the cost.

Soft drinks and confectionary will be available so it is advisable to bring some pocket money.
