Winchester Rugby Football Club is extending invitations to teams wishing to participate in their 2011

England v Wales, Twickenham, Saturday 06 August 2011 

Wales v England, Cardiff, 13 August 2011

The Club has been invited to apply for tickets for these games on behalf of members.  

The pricing structure for the first two matches is not the same as for Autumn 

International or 6 Nations matches, the RFU has not been advised of prices for the 

Ireland game. 

 

England v Wales, 06 August 2011.   

The club has been advised that we may apply for any quantity of tickets for this match.  

There are only three Categories of tickets, Category 1 (tickets, club resale price, £65), 

Category 2 (tickets, club resale price, £50) and Category 3 (tickets, club resale price, 

£33).  There is a Junior Concession, tickets for persons aged 15 or under (presumably on 

the day of the match) will be available at the club resale price of £22. 

 

Wales v England, 13 August 2011. 

The Club has not been advised that there will be a limit on the quantity of tickets for 

which we may apply, however if our allotment does not equal the number of tickets for 

which we apply allocations will be made to members in the priority in which ticket 

application forms are received by the Ticket Secretary.  Only two categories of tickets 

are available, Category 2 (Adult only party tickets, club resale price, £44) and Category 3 

(Adult only party tickets, club resale price, £33).  Family Tickets, 2 adults and 2 juniors 

(under 18) will also be available, (tickets, club resale price, £120) with additional junior 

tickets being available at the club resale price of £16.50), additional adult tickets cannot 

be purchased with Family Tickets.  As tickets will be sent to members by Special Delivery 

postage (the host union will not issue duplicate tickets) the additional sum of £5 should 

be included with every application. 

 

Ireland v England, 27 August 2011. 

The RFU has not been advised of ticket prices for this match.  We are invited to indicate 

the number of tickets we require for this match and should be notified of our allocation 

by early June.  Members who request tickets will be notified of prices etc by email as 

soon as possible after information is received. 

Members wishing to receive tickets for any of these games should complete and return 

the Ticket Application Form distributed with the Club’s eNewsletter to the Club Ticket 

Secretary by 01 April.
